Warren County Christian School was founded in 1977 
and has served the community for forty-seven years.  It 
is a K-12 non-denominational school with a Christ-

centered curriculum.  It is located in Youngsville, PA in a former 
dairy/barn.  The school offers a well-rounded academic approach to 
learning with a ratio of about 5 students to 1 teacher and is affiliated 
with ACSI (Association of Christian School International). 
 
They have a science lab, computer lab (each student is give a state 
of the art laptop to use for the school year), a library with current 
titles, and Art room, weekly chapel and other educational enhance-
ments.
